Bali — Cleft lip and/or palate patients assisted
by Yayasan Senyum Bali have their opera-
tions either in Bali, at the public hospital,
RSUP Sanglah, Denpasar or at one of the pri-
vate hospitals by Balinese surgeons.

Adelaide — In association with Professor
David J. David of The Australian Craniofacial
Unit, Yayasan Senyum Bali sends patients to
Adelaide for operations which cannot be per-
formed locally in Bali/Indonesia.

Twice a year Professor David comes to Den-
pasar to hold a clinic with Professor AA As-
marajaya, RSUP Sanglah’s senior plastic sur-
geon. More serious craniofacial cases are as-
sessed at this clinic and patients are selected
for operations in Adelaide.
